Hence, April's draws demonstrated Canada's strategic approach to immigration, balancing language 
proficiency, occupational diversity, and skill shortages in key sectors.

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Analysis: This graph displays the changes in Global Visa Processing Time for different subclasses (189, 190, 
and 491) from December 2023 to May 2024, as reported by the Department of Home Affairs. The processing 
times are indicated in months.

These fluctuations indicate changes in the department's processing efficiency or workload, affecting visa 
applicants' waiting times.

Key Findings:

For Subclass 189, processing times range from 8 to 14 months, with the shortest time recorded in May 2024.
Subclass 190 processing times range from 11 to 15 months, with the longest time recorded in May 2024.
Subclass 491 processing times range from 12 to 24 months, showing the longest processing times 
compared to other subclasses.
